Curriculum music lessons are informed by the Model Music Curriculum (non-statutory
guidance for music teaching) and provide pupils with opportunities to:

e Listen to and evaluate music from diverse time periods and cultures.

e Learn how to create and control sound using their voices, as well as tuned and untuned
instruments.

e Understand how music is communicated through various notation systems.
e Improvise and compose music.
e Perform musically in front of audiences of varying sizes.

An instrumental scheme is also delivered by our music hub and gives pupils in Year 3, 4
and 5 an opportunity to learn the guitar for a prolonged period, allowing them to develop
technical proficiency on a single instrument.

Part C. Musical experiences

This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise.

These generally have a
music performance element

Christmas productions — for all classes with preparation in November and December

Church events — Preparation coincides with liturgical calendar with children taking part
in specific events — i.e. All Saints, Remembrance, Heritage Mass

Music Hub events — Upper Key Stage 2 — Dance and Music event at Guild Hall Preston

Valley Mass — Local Catholic Partnership — singing with other schools from Rossendale
at local Catholic High School
