Classroom Organisation: 

- An inviting and tidy classroom environment which supports independent learners 

- Accessible, labelled resources which are treated carefully and relevant to the needs of learners 

- An attractive area to promote love of reading in all classrooms 

 

Beyond the classroom: 

- An expectation that everyone understands their responsibility in and out of the classroom 

- A meticulous focus on safety aspects across the school 

- Ensuring that tidiness is commonplace in all parts of school 

- Children encouraged to take responsibility for environment and resources – Pride Around School 

- Sense of ownership throughout school 

- Calm movement around school 

 

To promote eco-friendly practice and policy: 

- Turn off all electrical items not being used, including lights, projectors and interactive boards  

- Ensure children and adults recycle – paper bin and compost 

- Reuse where possible 

- Recycle batteries and printer cartridges 

- Find opportunities to discuss sustainability principles with all children  

 

3. Quality First Teaching in all lessons 

 

In our delivery of the curriculum, we will: 

- Have high expectations of and great ambition for our pupils 

- Use cognitive strategies and metacognitive strategies to enable long-term retention 

- Meet the needs of all pupils 

- Use a range of teaching approaches which will 

• Encourage 

• Motivate 

• Support 

• Nourish 

• Enthuse and inspire 

- Use a range of resources and teaching styles to account for the varying learning styles of children including 

creative use of outdoors 

- Ensure the children learn something new 

- Incorporate innovative 21st Century learning and research-based learning tools into wider aspects of curriculum 

- Provide enriching, cross-curricular reading opportunities  

- Guarantee a safe and happy environment 

- Provide that are engaging, challenging and scaffolded as appropriate 

- Share learning outcomes and objectives and display these during all taught sessions 

- Clearly display and model ‘Steps to Success’ so children clearly understand how to be successful learners  

- Provide children time to think and interact with other children (talk partners, hot-seating, debate) 

- Praise effectively and offer relevant improvement points 

- Use effective questioning techniques 

- Use peer and self assessment processes 

- Make effective use of adult support to enhance learning 

- Use mini plenary throughout the session to review and extend learning
