Mechanical Systems: Making a pop-
up book

After choosing a simple story or
nursery rhyme, children create a
four-page pop-up storybook design.
They will also add accompanying
captions, incorporating a range of
mechanisms and decorative
features, including: structures,
levers, sliders, layers and spacers

What could be healthier?

Focusing on nutrition, children research
and modify a traditional bolognese
sauce recipe to make it healthier. They
will cook their new and improved
versions, make appropriate packaging
and also learn about the ethical
considerations of farming cattle.

Lancashire Music Service - Guitars

Use and understand staff and other
musical notations and play and perform
in solo and ensemble contexts, using
their voices and playing musical
instruments with increasing accuracy,
fluency, control and expression.

Blues

Children are introduced to this
famous genre of music and its
history and learn to identify the key
features and mood of Blues music
and its importance and purpose.

Iterate ideas, testing and changing
throughout the lesson. Explain what
the basic commands do.

Explain how their program links to the
theme. Include a loop in their work.
Link musical concepts to their scene.
Include a repeat and explain its
function to enhance music and code a
piece of music.
